It is understood that the coverage and limits referred to under a., b., and c. above shall not in any way limit the liability of Seller. Seller shall furnish the Your Company Name with certificates of

insurance evidencing compliance with all requirements prior to commencing work under  this Agreement. Such certificates shall:

(1) Provide for thirty (30)-days advance written notice to the Your Company Name of any modification, change, or cancellation of any of the above insurance coverage.

(2) Indicate that The Regents of the Your Company Name has been endorsed as an additional insured for the coverage referred to under a. and b. This provision shall only apply in proportion to and to the extent of the negligent acts or omissions of Seller, its officers, agents, or employees.

(3) Include a provision that the coverage will be primary and will not participate with nor be  excess over any valid and collectible insurance or program of self-insurance carried or

maintained by the Your Company Name.

ARTICLE 18 - PERMITS. Seller agrees to procure all necessary permits or licenses and abide by all applicable laws, regulations and ordinances of the United States and of the state,

territory and political subdivision in which the work under this order is performed. Seller shall be liable for all damages and shall indemnify and save Your Company Name harmless from and against all damages and liability which may arise out of failure of Seller to secure and pay for any such licenses or permits or to comply fully with any and all applicable laws, ordinances and regulations.

ARTICLE 19 - COOPERATION. Seller and its subcontractors, if any, shall cooperate with Your Company Name and other vendors and contractors on the premises and shall so carry on their work that other cooperating vendors and contractors shall not be hindered, delayed or  interfered with in the progress of their work, and so that all of such work shall be a finished

and complete job of its kind.

ARTICLE 20 - WAIVER OF DEFAULT. Any failure of Your Company Name at any time, or from time to time, to enforce or require the strict keeping and performance by Seller of any of the terms or conditions of this order shall not constitute a waiver by Your Company Name of a breach of any such terms or conditions and shall not affect or impair such terms or conditions in any way, or the right of Your Company Name at any time to avail itself of such remedies as it may have for any such breach or breaches of such terms or conditions.

ARTICLE 21 - TAXES. Seller shall pay all contributions, taxes and premiums payable under federal, state and local laws measured upon the payroll of employees engaged in the

performance of work under this order, and all applicable sales, use, excise, transportation, privilege, occupational and other taxes applicable to materials and supplies furnished or

work performed hereunder and shall save Your Company Name harmless from liability for any such contributions, premiums, and taxes.

ARTICLE 22 - OTHER APPLICABLE LAWS. Any provision required to be included in a contract of this type by any applicable and valid federal, state or local law, ordinance, rule

or regulations shall be deemed to be incorporated herein.

ARTICLE 23 - GOVERNING LAW. The law of the State of ______________ except its conflict of laws provisions shall control this Appendix and any document to which it is appended.
